Adventures Summer Camp will be focused on summertime
outdoor activities such as mountain biking, canoeing, archery, group games, orienteering, and much more. Camp will
run from 9:00 - 4:00 p.m. every day, with required set-up and tear-down.

The Adventure Camp Coordinator reports to the Adventures Coordinator who reports to the Adventures Director. This
is a seasonal hourly position that starts in mid May and ends in late August, with a schedule of 40 hours per week
normally from Monday - Friday, 9 am - 4 pm. Hourly wages range from $20.00 - $21.00 per hour, depending on
demonstrable experience.

We recognize the need for a diverse workforce and understand that traditionally underrepresented communities must
be centered in the work we do. As a Foundation, we are committed to building a blended team that reflects the
community we serve.
